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1. Aims

1.1 This policy aims to ensure that:

(@) Suitable education is arranged for pupils on roll in PKAT schools who
cannot attend school due to health needs

(b)  Pupils, staff and parents understand what the school is responsible
for when this education is being provided by the local authority

2. Legislation and guidance

2.1 This policy reflects the requirements of the Education Act 1996.

2.2 It also based on guidance provided by our local authority and the Department
for Education statutory guidance for local authorities 2013, 'Ensuring a good
education for children who cannot attend school because of health needs.” DfE

guidance.

2.3 This policy complies with our funding agreement and articles of association.

3. The responsibilities of the school

If a PKAT school makes arrangements

3.1 Initially, the school will attempt to make arrangements to deliver suitable
education for children with health needs who cannot attend school.

(@) These arrangements will be monitored by the school.

(b) These arrangements may include sending work home, hospital
schools, on-line tutoring.

(c)  Parents and children will be consulted about these arrangements

(d)  When appropriate, pupils and students will be supported in a
reintegration back into school

If the local authority makes arrangements

3.2 If the school can't make suitable arrangements, Peterborough local authority
will become responsible for arranging suitable education for these children.

3.3 In cases where the local authority makes arrangements, the school will:

(@) Work constructively with the local authority, providers, relevant
agencies and parents to ensure the best outcomes for the pupil

Help make sure that the provision offered to the pupil is as effective
