Accounting policies

Company information
PKAT Trading is a private company limited hy guarantee incorporated in England and Wales. The registered
office is Peterborough Keys Academies Trust, Ledbury Road, Peterborough, PE3 9PN.

Accounting convention

These financial statements have been prepared in accordance with FRS 102 “The Financial Reporting
Standard applicable in the UK and Republic of Ireland” ("FRS 102"} and the requirements of the Companies
Act 2006 as applicable to companies subject to the small companies regime. The disclosure requirements of
section 1A of FRS 102 have been applied other than where additional disclosure is required to show a true
and fair view.

The financial statements are prepared in sterling, which is the functional currency of the company. Monetary
amounts in these financial statements are rounded to the nearest £.

The financial statements have been prepared under the historical cost convention. The principal accounting
policies adopted are set out below.

Going concern

At the time of approving the financial statements, the directors have a reasonable expectation that the
company has adequate resources to continue in operational existence for the foreseeable future. Thus the
directors continue to adopt the going concern basis of accounting in preparing the financial statements. The
company's ability to continue operating is backed by the continued support of Peterborough Keys Academies
Trust, the company to whom surpluses are gifted and who covers any deficits and they have indicated their
support will continue. Based on this support, the accounts are prepared on the going concern basis. No
immediate concerns in relation to the company's long term future have been identified, but this area continues
to be monitored.

Revenue

Revenue is recoghised to the extent that it is probable that the economic benefits will flow to PKAT Trading
and the revenue can be reliably measured. Revenue is measured as the fair value of the consideration
received or relievable, excluding discounts, rebates, value added tax and other sales taxes. The following
criteria must also be met before revenue is recognised:

Sale of goods

Revenue from the sale of goods is recognised when all of the following conditions are satisfied:
« PKAT Trading has transferred the significant risks and rewards of ownership fo the buyer;
« PKAT Trading retains neither continuing managerial involvement to the degree usually associated
with ownership nor effective control over the goods sold;
« the amount of revenue can be measured reliably;
+ it is prabable that PKAT Trading will receive the consideration due under the transaction; and
« the costs incurred or to be incurred in respect of the transaction can be measured reliably.

Rendering of services

Revenue from a contract to provide services is recognised in the period in which the services are provided in
accordance with the stage of completion of the confract when all of the following conditions are satisfied:
. the amount of revenue can be measured reliably;
« itis probable that PKAT Trading wil! receive the consideration due under the contract;
. the stage of completion of the contract at the end of the reporting period can be measured reliably;
and
« the costs incurred and the costs to complete the contract can be measured reliably.

Accounting policies (Continued)

Stocks

Stocks are stated at the lower of cost and estimated selling price less costs to complete and sell. Cost
comprises direct materials and, where applicable, direct labour costs and those averheads that have been
incurred in bringing the stacks to their present location and condition.

Stocks held for distribution at no or nominal consideration are measured at the lower of cost and replacement
cost, adjusted where applicable for any loss of service pofential.

At each reporting date, an assessment is made for impairment. Any excess of the carrying amount of stocks
over its estimated selling price less costs to complete and sell is recognised as an impairment loss in profit or
loss, Reversals of impairment losses are also recognised in profit or loss.

Cash and cash equivalents

Cash is represented by cash in hand and deposits with financial institutions repayable without penalty on
notice of not more than 24 hours. Cash equivalents are highly liquid investments that mature in no more than
three months from the date of acquisition and that are convertible to known amounts of cash with insignificant
risk of change in value.

Financial instruments

Financial assets that are measured at cost and amortised cost are assessed at the end of each reporting
period for objective evidence of impairment. If objective evidence of impairment is found, an impairment loss
is recognised in the Statement of Income and Retained Earnings.

For financial assets measured at amortised cost, the impairment loss is measured as the difference between
an asset's carrying amount and the present value of estimated cash flows discounted at the asset's original
effective interest rate. If a financial asset has a variable interest rate, the discount rate for measuring any
impairment loss is the current effective interest rate delermined under the confract.

For financial assets measured at cost less impairment, the impairment loss is measured as the difference
between an asset's carrying amount and best estimate of the recoverable amount, which is an approximation
of the amount that PKAT Trading would receive for the asset if it were to be sold at the balance sheet date.

Financial assets and liabilities are offset and the net amount reporied in the Balance Sheet when there is an
enforceable right to set off the recognised amounts and there is an intention to setile on a net basis or to
realise the assets and settle the liability simultaneously.

Classification of financial liabilities

Financial liabilities and equity instruments are classified according to the substance of the contractual
arrangements entered into. An equity instrument is any confract that evidences a residual interest in the
assets of the company after deducting all of its liabilities.

Basic financial liabilities

Basic financial fiabilities, including creditors, bank loans, loans from fellow group companies and preference
shares that are classified as debt, are initially recognised at transaction price unless the arrangement
constitutes a financing transaction, where the debt instrument is measured at the present value of the future
payments discounted at a market rate of interest. Financial liabilities classified as payable within one year are
not amortised.

Debt instruments are subsequently carried at amortised cost, using the effective interest rate method.

Trade creditors are obligations to pay for goods or services that have been acquired in the ordinary course of
business from suppliers. Amounts payable are classified as current liabilities if payment is due within one year
or less. if not, they are presented as non-current liabilities. Trade creditors are recognised initially at
transaction price and subsequently measured at amortised cost using the effective interest method,
